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Background:

Discussion amongst the members of the Group has highlighted definite differences in the interpretation of the existing paragraph.

PEG Sub-Group has decided to re-write paragraph 4.2.2. (ii) of the Inspections Code of Practice, with the intention to promote clarity by offering practical advice and best practice.

This note is being offered for acceptance, pending the revision of the current Code, with the aim of encouraging a positive response to defect notices (communication) and to tackle resource implications caused by constant chasing up of the required remedial work (co-operation).

Paragraph 4.2.2 (ii) Defects not causing danger.

(ii)
a) The works promoter confirms receipt of the report asap and must contact the street authority within three days to arrange a joint inspection meeting.  The contact can be made by phone, fax or return path.  At this point if the works promoter thinks that a joint inspection meeting is not necessary this can also be agreed.  The joint inspection meeting should happen within 10 days from the contact.  If there is no contact from the works promoter by the end of the third day the street authority will assume the defect is agreed.


b)  The works promoter gives notice of the start of the remedial works as per normal ETON rules.  In most cases this will either mean issuing an interim to permanent notice or a remedial works proposed notice followed by a remedial works complete notice.  Remedial work must be carried out within 10 days of the joint inspection meeting or by the agreed date.  An extended period for the remedial works can be agreed.


c)  If it is agreed that no defect exists no further action is required by the street authority or the works promoter.  The defect should be cancelled and no fee is payable.
